You may be interested in the correspondence which
I received from Solicitors in Kirkwall,Orkney, copy of which
is enclosed,also a copy of my reply.

The Scottish law appears to be harsh and almost
unjust if one should follow the letter of the law. I know
of a similar instance within the year. Our cousin James Flett
fell heir to a small farm from one Uncle and a piece of
property from another Uncle for the reason that they had
neither left a will, and he was the oldest son of their
oldest brother. One thing that relieved the situation was
that neither Uncle had a nearer relatlve living.

‘ If the SOllCitPPS verlfy that my Father was the
oldest brother they will no doubt communicate with you, and
I thot it would be just as well if you knew what has already
been written.Probably in the days to come they will have

great need to hold any possessions from which they can raise
food.

This 1s a terrible war, I hope England can bomb
the continent hard enough to awaken the peoples “there to a
horror of this war and Whib them into rebellion against one
Hitler who thinks he is the Man of Destiny,but who is an
emissary of the devil.
