Regarding John Hugh Laughton, I knew that he
had been married twice, and that his first
wife the former Louise VanWick (I believe
this is your mother) had presented him with
six children, Did you ever have a brother
Paul? I knew that you father re-married

to a Kate Campbell and had one son Jack, I
also knew that your father was a very
prominent commercial traveler, keenly
interested in educational matters and
associated with the Gideons.
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Just for my records, could you give me the
names of Clairs, Harry's and Fred's wives
and the one son of Harry's,

I believe that you have a fair idea of our
faminly, but will give you a little run
down on them. Your grandfather came over
from the Orkney Islands in 1853 and settled
In Walkerton Ontario, His wife the former
Katheline Murphy presented him with eight
children and 1 belleve your father was the
eldest and my grandfather next in line., In
1892, your grandfather John moved his family
to Niagara Falls, New York, leaving your
father John and David in Canada.
